Shekhar Mehta, our incoming RI President, is asking us to “Empower Girls” in 2021/2022. 
 

 
 

Providing an education for girls up to the age of 16 in India empowers them to obtain a better job, have a 

higher income and achieve their full potential.  They also enjoy better health, marry later and their self-

confidence and self-esteem are improved. Vocational training, when added to academic education, provides 

practical life skills, and helps to make girls self-sufficient in the future.  

 

I am therefore keen for us to sponsor girls in years 8, 9 and 10 who need funding at the Sri Sai Vidyarthi High   

School, which is in an exceptionally large slum area of Secunderabad in India.  

 

At the same time, I plan to introduce a vocational tailoring course there to run alongside the academic studies 

for every girl in years 8, 9 and 10. 

The total cost of sponsoring a girl for their academic education and the new vocational course, is just £300 

per girl – and this is for 3 years!  This will provide all the equipment needed plus two specialist tailoring 

teachers. No doubt some of the girls will use their new skills either working for themselves or for an 

employer, but they will all leave school with a useful life skill.  

All items will be sourced locally in Hyderabad and the Rotary Club of Jubilee Hills has kindly agreed to 

receive funds into their Government approved Foreign Currency Receiving Account and make payments on 

our behalf when instructed. 

 

I hope that your club and individuals will support me in this project as together I know that we can make it 

a success and SERVE TO CHANGE LIVES!
